The second Sunday of Advent candle symbolizes peace and faith, often called the "Peace Candle" or "Bethlehem Candle". It represents the peace that Jesus brings and commemorates the journey of Mary and Joseph to Bethlehem, signifying preparation for the coming of Christ. The second candle is typically purple, representing royalty, repentance, and preparation.
